The Hall is a
reminder to us and to our children of the presence of Civil War veterans in Nebraska City and the role they played in the
growth of the community, state and nation after the war. 

The Kimmel Harding Nelson Center for the Arts features an art gallery and is a renowned Artist Residency program that
supports established and emerging visual artists, writers, composers, and interdisciplinary artists from around the world.

Kimmel Orchard’s dedication to agricultural education, research and historic preservation continues to produce unique,
fun and memorable experiences for the whole family.

The Kregel Windmill Factory Museum is housed in the last, intact historic windmill factory in the United States. 

See the history of the Nebraska City Volunteer Fire Department and Firefighting through the collection and preservation
of artifacts, documents and photographs. Featuring interpretive exhibits, educational programming and research.
